Web Accessibility Directive Expert Group
Meeting

As the regulatory authority for the Web Accessibility Directive
(WAD), the MCA attended the planned Web Accessibility
Directive Expert Group (WADEX) meeting on 23" February
2021. These meetings are held on a schedule and are meant
to bring together website accessibility experts across the EU
who are working on the WAD.

One main aspect of the WAD relates to an on-going
monitoring and reporting process which the MCA is working
on as per the WAD’s requirements. This process aims to
improve the accessibility of public sector websites over time in
a proactive manner. This process includes a relatively high
number of sample websites that are assessed on a yearly basis
and part of these assessments is carried out using specialised
tools that are designed to assist human website assessors.
The meeting discussed the various tools and technologies
which are available on the market at present. The benefits and
any shortcomings in such tools were also discussed to
improve this process across all member states.

During February, several ERGP meetings kicked-off to launch
the various projects for 2021. The work of ERGP focuses on

postal market development and ongoing challenges. Some of
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the projects that ERGP is tackling this year relate to further
