Introduction  
 

The seventh edition of the National Frequency Plan (hereinafter referred to as óthe Planô) is drawn up, adopted and published by the Malta 
Communications Authority (hereinafter the óMCAô) in accordance with the provisions of the Electronic Communications (Regulation) Act (Cap. 399 
of the Laws of Malta)1. 
 
The Plan is based on the 2024 edition of the Radio Regulations of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) (hereinafter the óRadio 
Regulationsô)2 and covers the frequency range between 8.3 kilohertz (kHz) and 3000 gigahertz (GHz).  The Plan is structured in six columns as 
follows: 
 

Column 1  

Frequency band 

Values in this column denote the frequency band.  Units used in the header are in kHz (kilohertz), MHz (megahertz) 
and GHz (gigahertz). 

Column 2  

ITU allocations 

and footnotes 

(relevant to 

Malta) 

This column lists the radiocommunication services allocated to the band by the Radio Regulations, together with 
footnotes which are relevant to Malta.  The radiocommunication services are listed in alphabetical order (according 
to the French language) and the order of the listing does not indicate relative priority within each category.  The 
radiocommunication service names printed in upper case denote primary services, whilst those in lower case 
denote secondary services.   

The listed footnotes are limited to those published in the Radio Regulations which are relevant to Malta. 

Annex 1 provides the definition of the radiocommunication services and Annex 2 provides the full text of these 
footnotes.

This column designates the radiocommunication services which may be used in the respective frequency ranges 
in Malta. These designations are based on the Radio Regulations and as far as possible take into account the 
European table of frequency allocations and applications (i.e. ERC Report 0253).  

The Radio Regulations footnotes which are of relevance are also included under this column, together with a 
number of national (MLT) footnotes.  Annex 3 provides the full text of these national footnotes. 

Column 4  

Major utilisation 

This column provides general information on the current major national usage of the frequency band in Malta. 

Column 5  

National and 

European legal 

instruments 

This column lists the national and European legislation and other regulatory instruments applicable to the band as 

of the publication date of the Plan.  Compliance with these regulatory instruments is mandatory. 

The full title of these national and European legal instruments is at Annex 4. 

Column 6  

Relevant CEPT 

and ITU 

deliverables and 

Notes 

This column provides additional information that is relevant to the band and includes reference to documents, and 

usage limitations or restrictions.  It also indicates the technical specifications relevant to the frequency band and 

these generally refer to international instruments. 

Information is also given on possible future uses or change in use of particular frequency bands. 

 

Reference to column 4 (national and European legal instruments), the explicit reference of the European legislation in this column 4 indicates full 

implementation by Malta of that European legislation from a frequency designation point of view.  In this context, where European legislation is 

amended, the Plan only contains a reference to the original legislation.  The details of the amending legal instrument are only listed in Annex 4.

5.54A Use of the 8.3-11.3 kHz frequency band by stations in the meteorological aids service is limited to passive use only. In the band 9-11.3 kHz, meteorological 
aids stations shall not claim protection from stations of the radionavigation service submitted for notification to the Bureau prior to 1 January 2013. For sharing between 
stations of the meteorological aids service and stations in the radionavigation service submitted for notification after this date, the most recent version of 
Recommendation ITU-R RS.1881 should be applied.    (WRC-12) 

5.56 The stations of services to which the bands 14-19.95 kHz and 20.05-70 kHz and in Region 1 also the bands 72-84 kHz and 86-90 kHz are allocated may 
transmit standard frequency and time signals. Such stations shall be afforded protection from harmful interference. In Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, the Russian 
Federation, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan, the frequencies 25 kHz and 50 kHz will be used for this purpose under the same conditions.    (WRC-

23) 

5.57 The use of the bands 14-19.95 kHz, 20.05-70 kHz and 70-90 kHz (72-84 kHz and 86-90 kHz in Region 1) by the maritime mobile service is limited to 
coast radiotelegraph stations (A1A and F1B only). Exceptionally, the use of class J2B or J7B emissions is authorized subject to the necessary bandwidth not exceeding 
that normally used for class A1A or F1B emissions in the band concerned. 

5.60 In the bands 70-90 kHz (70-86 kHz in Region 1) and 110-130 kHz (112-130 kHz in Region 1), pulsed radionavigation systems may be used on condition 
that they do not cause harmful interference to other services to which these bands are allocated. 

5.62 Administrations which operate stations in the radionavigation service in the band 90-110 kHz are urged to coordinate technical and operating 
characteristics in such a way as to avoid harmful interference to the services provided by these stations. 

5.64 Only classes A1A or F1B, A2C, A3C, F1C or F3C emissions are authorized for stations of the fixed service in the bands allocated to this service between 
90 kHz and 160 kHz (148.5 kHz in Region 1) and for stations of the maritime mobile service in the bands allocated to this service between 110 kHz and 160 kHz 
(148.5 kHz in Region 1). Exceptionally, class J2B or J7B emissions are also authorized in the bands between 110 kHz and 160 kHz (148.5 kHz in Region 1) for stations 
of the maritime mobile service. 

5.67  Additional allocation:  in Mongolia, Kyrgyzstan and Turkmenistan, the band 130-148.5 kHz is also allocated to the radionavigation service on a secondary 
basis. Within and between these countries this service shall have an equal right to operate.     (WRC-07) 
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5.67A Stations in the amateur service using frequencies in the band 135.7-137.8 kHz shall not exceed a maximum radiated power of 1 W (e.i.r.p.) and shall not 
cause harmful interference to stations of the radionavigation service operating in countries listed in No. 5.67.     (WRC-07) 

5.73 The band 285-325 kHz (283.5-325 kHz in Region 1) in the maritime radionavigation service may be used to transmit supplementary navigational 
information using narrow-band techniques, on condition that no harmful interference is caused to radiobeacon stations operating in the radionavigation service.     (WRC-

97) 

5.74 Additional Allocation:  in Region 1, the frequency band 285.3-285.7 kHz is also allocated to the maritime radionavigation service (other than radiobeacons) 
on a primary basis. 

5.76 The frequency 410 kHz is designated for radio direction-finding in the maritime radionavigation service. The other radionavigation services to which the 
band 405-415 kHz is allocated shall not cause harmful interference to radio direction-finding in the band 406.5-413.5 kHz. 

5.79 In the maritime mobile service, the frequency bands 415-495 kHz and 505-526.5 kHz are limited to radiotelegraphy and may also be used for the NAVDAT 
system in accordance with the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R M.2010, subject to agreement between interested and affected administrations. 
NAVDAT transmitting stations are limited to coast stations.     (WRC-19) 

5.79A When establishing coast stations in the NAVTEX service on the frequencies 490 kHz, 518 kHz and 4 209.5 kHz, administrations are strongly 
recommended to coordinate the operating characteristics in accordance with the procedures of the International Maritime Organization (IMO) (see Resolution 339 
(Rev.WRC-07)).     (WRC-07) 

5.80A The maximum equivalent isotopically radiated power (e.i.r.p.) of stations in the amateur service using frequencies in the band 472-479 kHz shall not 
exceed 1 W. Administrations may increase this limit of e.i.r.p. to 5 W in portions of their territory which are at a distance of over 800 km from the borders of Algeria, 
Saudi Arabia, Azerbaijan, Bahrain, Belarus, China, Comoros, Djibouti, Egypt, United Arab Emirates, the Russian Federation, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Jordan, 
Kazakhstan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Libya, Morocco, Mauritania, Oman, Uzbekistan, Qatar, Syrian Arab Republic, Kyrgyzstan, Somalia, Sudan, Tunisia, Ukraine and 
Yemen. In this frequency band, stations in the amateur service shall not cause harmful interference to, or claim protection from, stations of the aeronautical 
radionavigation service.    (WRC-12) 

5.82 In the maritime mobile service, the frequency 490 kHz is to be used exclusively for the transmission by coast stations of navigational and meteorological 

warnings and urgent information to ships, by means of narrow-band direct-printing telegraphy. The conditions for use of the frequency 490 kHz are prescribed in 

Articles 31 and 52. In using the frequency band 415-495 kHz for the aeronautical radionavigation service, administrations are requested to ensure that no harmful 

interference is caused to the frequency 490 kHz. In using the frequency band 472-479 kHz for the amateur service, administrations shall ensure that no harmful 

interference is caused to the frequency 490 kHz.    (WRC-12) 

5.82C The frequency band 495-505 kHz is used for the international NAVDAT system as described in the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R 

M.2010. NAVDAT transmitting stations are limited to coast stations.     (WRC-19) 
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5.82D When establishing coast stations in the NAVDAT system on the frequencies 500 kHz and 4 226 kHz, the conditions for the use of the frequencies 500 kHz 

and 4 226 kHz are prescribed in Articles 31 and 52. Administrations are strongly recommended to coordinate the NAVDAT systems operating characteristics in 

accordance with the procedures of the International Maritime Organization (IMO) (see Resolution 364 (WRC-23)).       (WRC-23) 

5.84 The conditions for the use of the frequency 518 kHz by the maritime mobile service are prescribed in Articles 31 and 52.     (WRC-07) 

5.90 In the band 1 605-1 705 kHz, in cases where a broadcasting station of Region 2 is concerned, the service area of the maritime mobile stations in Region 
1 shall be limited to that provided by ground-wave propagation. 

5.92 Some countries of Region 1 use radiodetermination systems in the bands 1 606.5-1 625 kHz, 1 635-1 800 kHz, 1 850-2 160 kHz, 2 194-2 300 kHz, 2 502-
2 850 kHz and 3 500-3 800 kHz, subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21. The radiated mean power of these stations shall not exceed 50 W. 

5.96 In Germany, Armenia, Austria, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Croatia, Denmark, Estonia, the Russian Federation, Finland, Georgia, Hungary, Ireland, Iceland, 
Israel, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Malta, Moldova, Norway, Uzbekistan, Poland, Kyrgyzstan, Slovakia, the Czech Rep., the United Kingdom, Sweden, 
Switzerland, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Ukraine, administrations may allocate up to 200 kHz to their amateur service in the bands 1 715-1 800 kHz and 1 850-
2 000 kHz. However, when allocating the bands within this range to their amateur service, administrations shall, after prior consultation with administrations of 
neighbouring countries, take such steps as may be necessary to prevent harmful interference from their amateur service to the fixed and mobile services of other 
countries. The mean power of any amateur station shall not exceed 10 W.     (WRC-15) 

5.98 Alternative allocation:  in Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Belgium, Cameroon, Congo (Rep. of the), Denmark,, Eritrea, Spain, Ethiopia, the Russian 
Federation, Georgia, Greece, Italy, Kazakhstan, Lebanon, Lithuania, the Syrian Arab Republic, Türkiye, Kyrgyzstan, Somalia, Tajikistan, Tunisia, and Turkmenistan, , 
the band 1 810-1 830 kHz is allocated to the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a primary basis.    (WRC-23) 

5.99 Additional allocation:  in Saudi Arabia, Austria, Egypt, Iraq, Libya, Uzbekistan, , Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Chad, and Togo, the band 1 810-1 830 kHz 
is also allocated to the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a primary basis.    (WRC-23) 

5.100 In Region 1, the authorization to use the band 1 810-1 830 kHz by the amateur service in countries situated totally or partially north of 40° N shall be given 
only after consultation with the countries mentioned in Nos. 5.98 and 5.99 to define the necessary steps to be taken to prevent harmful interference between amateur 
stations and stations of other services operating in accordance with Nos. 5.98 and 5.99. 

5.103 In Region 1, in making assignments to stations in the fixed and mobile services in the bands 1  850-2 045 kHz, 2 194-2 498 kHz, 2 502-2 625 kHz and 
2 650-2 850 kHz, administrations should bear in mind the special requirements of the maritime mobile service. 

5.104 In Region 1, the use of the band 2 025-2 045 kHz by the meteorological aids service is limited to oceanographic buoy stations. 
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5.108 The carrier frequency 2 182 kHz is an international distress and calling frequency for radiotelephony. The conditions for the use of the band 2 173.5-
2 190.5 kHz are prescribed in Articles 31 and 52.     (WRC-07) 

5.109 The frequencies 2 187.5 kHz, 4 207.5 kHz, 6 312 kHz, 8 414.5 kHz, 12 577 kHz and 16 804.5 kHz are international distress frequencies for digital selective 
calling. The conditions for the use of these frequencies are prescribed in Article 31. 

5.110 The frequencies 2 174.5 kHz, 4 177.5 kHz, 6 268 kHz, 8 376.5 kHz, 12 520 kHz and 16 695 kHz are are used for the automatic connection system (ACS), 
as described in the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R M.541.      (WRC-23)   

5.111 The carrier frequencies 2 182 kHz, 3 023 kHz, 5 680 kHz, 8 364 kHz and the frequencies 121.5 MHz, 156.525 MHz, 156.8 MHz and 243 MHz may also 
be used, in accordance with the procedures in force for terrestrial radiocommunication services, for search and rescue operations concerning manned space vehicles. 
The conditions for the use of the frequencies are prescribed in Article 31. 

  The same applies to the frequencies 10 003 kHz, 14 993 kHz and 19 993 kHz, but in each of these cases emissions must be confined in a band of ± 3 kHz 
about the frequency.     (WRC-07) 

5.113 For the conditions for the use of the bands 2 300-2 495 kHz (2 498 kHz in Region 1), 3 200-3 400 kHz, 4 750-4 995 kHz and 5 005-5 060 kHz by the 
broadcasting service, see Nos. 5.16 to 5.20, 5.21 and 23.3 to 23.10. 

5.115 The carrier (reference) frequencies 3 023 kHz and 5 680 kHz may also be used, in accordance with Article 31, by stations of the maritime mobile service 
engaged in coordinated search and rescue operations.      (WRC-07) 

5.116 Administrations are urged to authorize the use of the band 3 155-3 195 kHz to provide a common worldwide channel for low power wireless hearing aids. 
Additional channels for these devices may be assigned by administrations in the bands between 3 155 kHz and 3 400 kHz to suit local needs. 

  It should be noted that frequencies in the range 3 000 kHz to 4 000 kHz are suitable for hearing aid devices which are designed to operate over short 
distances within the induction field. 

5.127 The use of the band 4 000-4 063 kHz by the maritime mobile service is limited to ship stations using radiotelephony (see No. 52.220 and Appendix 17). 

5.128 Frequencies in the frequency bands 4 063-4 123 kHz and 4 130-4 438 kHz may be used exceptionally by stations in the fixed service, communicating 
only within the boundary of the country in which they are located, with a mean power not exceeding 50 W, on condition that harmful interference is not caused to the 
maritime mobile service. In addition, in Afghanistan, Argentina, Armenia, Belarus, Botswana, Burkina Faso, the Central African Rep., China, the Russian Federation, 
Georgia, India, Kazakhstan, Mali, Niger, Pakistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Chad, Turkmenistan and Ukraine, in the frequency bands 4 063-4 123 kHz, 4 130-4 133 kHz 
and 4 408-4 438 kHz, stations in the fixed service, with a mean power not exceeding 1 kW, can be operated on condition that they are situated at least 600 km from 
the coast and that harmful interference is not caused to the maritime mobile service.    (WRC-19) 
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5.130 The conditions for the use of the carrier frequencies 4 125 kHz and 6 215 kHz are prescribed in Articles 31 and 52.     (WRC-07) 

5.131 The frequency 4 209.5 kHz is used exclusively for the transmission by coast stations of meteorological and navigational warnings and urgent information 
to ships by means of narrow-band direct-printing techniques.     (WRC-97) 

5.132 The frequencies 4 210 kHz, 6 314 kHz, 8 416.5 kHz, 12 579 kHz, 16 806.5 kHz, 19 680.5 kHz, 22 376 kHz and 26 100.5 kHz are the international 
frequencies for the transmission of maritime safety information (MSI) (see Appendix 15 and17). .     (WRC-23) 

5.132A Stations in the radiolocation service shall not cause harmful interference to, or claim protection from, stations operating in the fixed or mobile services. 
Applications of the radiolocation service are limited to oceanographic radars operating in accordance with Resolution 612 (Rev.WRC-12).    (WRC-12) 

5.133B         Stations in the amateur service using the frequency band 5 351.5-5 366.5 kHz shall not exceed a maximum radiated power of 15 W (e.i.r.p.). However, in 

Region 2 in Mexico, stations in the amateur service using the frequency band 5 351.5-5 366.5 kHz shall not exceed a maximum radiated power of 20 W (e.i.r.p.). In 

the following Region 2 countries: Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Dominican Republic, 

Dominica, El Salvador, Ecuador, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, Saint Kitts and Nevis, 

Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, Uruguay, Venezuela, as well as the overseas countries and territories within the Kingdom of the 

Netherlands in Region 2, stations in the amateur service using the frequency band 5 351.5-5 366.5 kHz shall not exceed a maximum radiated power of 25 W 

(e.i.r.p.).     (WRC-19) 

5.134 The use of the frequency bands 5 900-5 950 kHz, 7 300-7 350 kHz, 9 400-9 500 kHz, 11 600-11 650 kHz, 12 050-12 100 kHz, 13 570-13 600 kHz, 
13 800-13 870 kHz, 15 600-15 800 kHz, 17 480-17 550 kHz and 18 900-19 020 kHz by the broadcasting service is subject to the application of the procedure of 
Article 12. Administrations are encouraged to use these frequency bands to facilitate the introduction of digitally modulated emissions in accordance with the provisions 
of Resolution 517 (Rev.WRC-19).     (WRC-19) 

5.136 Additional allocation:   frequencies in t he band 5 900-5 950 kHz may be used by stations in the following services, communicating only within the 
boundary of the country in which they are located: fixed service (in all three Regions), land mobile service (in Region 1), mobile except aeronautical mobile (R) service 
(in Regions 2 and 3), on condition that harmful interference is not caused to the broadcasting service. When using frequencies for these services, administrations are 
urged to use the minimum power required and to take account of the seasonal use of frequencies by the broadcasting service published in accordance with the Radio 
Regulations.

5.137 On condition that harmful interference is not caused to the maritime mobile service, the bands 6  200-6 213.5 kHz and 6 220.5-6 525 kHz may be used 
exceptionally by stations in the fixed service, communicating only within the boundary of the country in which they are located, with a mean power not exceeding 50 W. 
At the time of notification of these frequencies, the attention of the Bureau will be drawn to the above conditions.

harmful interference is not caused to the broadcasting service. When using frequencies in the fixed service, administrations are urged to use the minimum power 
required and to take account of the seasonal use of frequencies by the broadcasting service published in accordance with the Radio Regulations.

5.372A The maritime mobile-satellite service in the frequency bands 1 614.4225-1 618.725 MHz or 1 616.3-1 620.38 MHz (Earth-to-space) (see resolves 5   of  
Resolution 365   (WRC-23))  and   2 483.59-2 499.91 MHz   (space-to-Earth) when they are used for the global maritime distress and safety system (GMDSS) is limited 
to the geostationary-satellite networks identified in Resolution 365 (WRC-23) and their associated earth stations located within a service area from 75°E to 135°E 
longitude and from 10°N to 55°N latitude. Resolution 365 (WRC-23) applies.     (WRC-23) 

5.373 Maritime mobile earth stations receiving in the frequency band 1 621.35-1 626.5 MHz shall not impose additional constraints on earth stations operating 
in the maritime mobile-satellite service or maritime earth stations of the radiodetermination-satellite service operating in accordance with the Radio Regulations in the 
frequency band 1 610-1 621.35 MHz or on earth stations operating in the maritime mobile-satellite service operating in accordance with the Radio Regulations in the 
frequency band 1 626.5-1 660.5 MHz, unless otherwise agreed between the notifying administrations.     (WRC-19) 

5.373A Maritime mobile earth stations receiving in the frequency band 1 621.35-1 626.5 MHz shall not impose constraints on the assignments of earth stations 
of the mobile-satellite service (Earth-to-space) and the radiodetermination-satellite service (Earth-to-space) in the frequency band 1 621.35-1 626.5 MHz in networks 
for which complete coordination information has been received by the Radiocommunication Bureau before 28 October 2019.     (WRC-19) 

5.374 Mobile earth stations in the mobile-satellite service operating in the bands 1 631.5-1 634.5 MHz and 1 656.5-1 660 MHz shall not cause harmful 
interference to stations in the fixed service operating in the countries listed in No. 5.359.     (WRC-97) 

5.375 The use of the frequency band 1 645.5-1 646.5 MHz by the mobile-satellite service (Earth-to-space) and for inter-satellite links is limited to distress, 
urgency and safety communications (see Article 31).      (WRC-23) 

5.376 Transmissions in the band 1 646.5-1 656.5 MHz from aircraft stations in the aeronautical mobile (R) service directly to terrestrial aeronautical stations, or 
between aircraft stations, are also authorized when such transmissions are used to extend or supplement the aircraft-to-satellite links. 
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5.376A Mobile earth stations operating in the band 1 660-1 660.5 MHz shall not cause harmful interference to stations in the radio astronomy service.     (WRC-97) 

5.379A Administrations are urged to give all practicable protection in the band 1 660.5-1 668.4 MHz for future research in radio astronomy, particularly by 
eliminating air-to-ground transmissions in the meteorological aids service in the band 1 664.4-1 668.4 MHz as soon as practicable. 

5.379B The use of the frequency band 1 668-1 675 MHz by the mobile-satellite service is subject to coordination under No. 9.11A..     (WRC-23) 

5.379C In order to protect the radio astronomy service in the band 1 668-1 670 MHz, the aggregate power flux-density values produced by mobile earth stations 
in a network of the mobile-satellite service operating in this band shall not exceed -181 dB(W/m2) in 10 MHz and -194 dB(W/m2) in any 20 kHz at any radio astronomy 
station recorded in the Master International Frequency Register, for more than 2% of integration periods of 2 000 s.     (WRC-03) 

5.379D For sharing of the frequency band 1 668.4-1 675 MHz between the mobile-satellite service and the fixed and mobile services, Resolution 744 (Rev.WRC-
23) shall apply.     (WRC-23) 

5.379E In the band 1 668.4-1 675 MHz, stations in the mobile-satellite service shall not cause harmful interference to stations in the meteorological aids service 
in China, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Japan and Uzbekistan. In the band 1 668.4-1 675 MHz, administrations are urged not to implement new systems in the 
meteorological aids service and are encouraged to migrate existing meteorological aids service operations to other bands as soon as practicable.     (WRC-03) 

5.380A In the band 1 670-1 675 MHz, stations in the mobile-satellite service shall not cause harmful interference to, nor constrain the development of, existing 
earth stations in the meteorological-satellite service notified before 1 January 2004. Any new assignment to these earth stations in this band shall also be protected 
from harmful interference from stations in the mobile-satellite service.     (WRC-07) 

5.384A The frequency bands, 1 710-1 885 MHz, 2 300-2 400 MHz and 2 500-2 690 MHz, or portions of thereof, are identified for use by administrations wishing to 
implement International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT) in accordance with Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-15). This identification does not preclude the use of these 
frequency bands by any application of the services to which they are allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. (WRC-15)  

5.385 Additional allocation:  The band 1 718.8-1 722.2 MHz is also allocated to the radio astronomy service on a secondary basis for spectral line 
observations.     (WRC-2000) 

5.388 The frequency bands 1 885-2 025 MHz and 2 110-2 200 MHz are intended for use, on a worldwide basis, by administrations wishing to implement 
International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT). Such use does not preclude the use of these frequency bands by other services to which they are allocated. The 
frequency bands should be made available for IMT in accordance with Resolution 212 (Rev.WRC-23) (see also Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-23)).     (WRC-23) 

5.388A In frequency bands 1 710-1 980 MHz, 2 010-2 025 MHz and 2 110-2 170 MHz in Regions 1 and 3 and in frequency bands 1 710-1 980 MHz and 2 110-
2 160 MHz in Region 2 are identified for the use by high altitude platform stations as International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT) base stations (HIBS), The 
identification does not preclude the use of these frequency bands by any application of the services to which they are allocated and does not establish priority in the 
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Radio Regulations. Resolution 221 (Rev.WRC -23) shall apply. HIBS shall not claim protection from existing primary services. No. 5.43A does not apply. Such use of 
HIBS in the frequency bands 1 710-1 785 MHz in Regions 1 and 2, and 1 710-1 815 MHz in Region 3 is limited to reception by HIBS, and in the frequency band 2 110- 
2 170 MHz is limited to transmission from HIBS. (WRC-23) 

5.389A The use of the bands 1 980-2 010 MHz and 2 170-2 200 MHz by the mobile-satellite service is subject to coordination under No. 9.11A and to the provisions 
of Resolution 716 (Rev.WRC-23).     (WRC-23) 

5.391 In making assignments to the mobile service in the frequency bands 2 025-2 110 MHz and 2 200-2 290 MHz, administrations shall not introduce high-
density mobile systems, as described in Recommendation ITU-R SA.1154-0, and shall take that Recommendation into account for the introduction of any other type 
of mobile system.     (WRC-15) 

5.392 Administrations are urged to take all practicable measures to ensure that space-to-space transmissions between two or more non-geostationary satellites, 
in the space research, space operations and Earth exploration-satellite services in the bands 2 025-2 110 MHz and 2 200-2 290 MHz, shall not impose any constraints 
on Earth-to-space, space-to-Earth and other space-to-space transmissions of those services and in those bands between geostationary and non-geostationary 
satellites. 

5.398 In respect of the radiodetermination-satellite service in the band 2 483.5-2 500 MHz, the provisions of No. 4.10 do not apply. 

5.398A Different category of service:  In Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, the Russian Federation, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Ukraine, the 
band 2 483.5-2 500 MHz is allocated on a primary basis to the radiolocation service. The radiolocation stations in these countries shall not cause harmful interference 
to, or claim protection from, stations of the fixed, mobile and mobile-satellite services operating in accordance with the Radio Regulations in the frequency band 
2 483.5-2 500 MHz.    (WRC-12) 

5.399 Except for cases referred to in No. 5.401, stations of the radiodetermination-satellite service operating in the frequency band 2 483.5-2 500 MHz for which 
notification information is received by the Bureau after 17 February 2012, and the service area of which includes Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, the Russian Federation, 
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Ukraine, shall not cause harmful interference to, and shall not claim protection from stations of the radiolocation 
service operating in these countries in accordance with No. 5.398A.    (WRC-12). 

5.401 In Angola, Australia, Bangladesh, China, Eritrea, Ethiopia, India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Lebanon, Liberia, Libya, Madagascar, Mali, Pakistan, Papua 
New Guinea, Syrian Arab Republic, Dem. Rep. of the Congo, Sudan, Swaziland, Togo and Zambia, the frequency band 2 483.5-2 500 MHz was already allocated on 
a primary basis to the radiodetermination-satellite service before WRC-12, subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21 from countries not listed in this provision. 
Systems in the radiodetermination-satellite service for which complete coordination information has been received by the Radiocommunication Bureau before 
18 February 2012 will retain their regulatory status, as of the date of receipt of the coordination request information.    (WRC-15) 
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5.402 The use of the band 2 483.5-2 500 MHz by the mobile-satellite and the radiodetermination-satellite services is subject to the coordination under No. 9.11A. 
Administrations are urged to take all practicable steps to prevent harmful interference to the radio astronomy service from emissions in the 2 483.5-2 500 MHz band, 
especially those caused by second-harmonic radiation that would fall into the 4 990-5 000 MHz band allocated to the radio astronomy service worldwide. 

5.409A The frequency band 2 500-2 690 MHz in Regions 1 and 2, and the frequency band 2 500-2 655 MHz in Region 3 are identified for use by high-altitude 
platform stations as International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT) base stations (HIBS). This identification does not preclude the use of these frequency bands by 
any application of the services to which they are allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. Resolution 218 (WRC -23)  shall apply. HIBS shall 
not claim protection from existing primary services. No. 5.43A does not apply. Such use of HIBS in the frequency bands 2 500-2 510 MHz in Regions 1 and 2, and 2 
500-2 535 MHz in Region 3 is limited to reception by HIBS.    (WRC-23) 

5.410 The band 2 500-2 690 MHz may be used for tropospheric scatter systems in Region 1, subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21. No. 9.21 does not 
apply to tropospheric scatter links situated entirely outside Region 1. Administrations shall make all practicable efforts to avoid developing new tropospheric scatter 
systems in this band. When planning new tropospheric scatter radio-relay links in this band, all possible measures shall be taken to avoid directing the antennas of 
these links towards the geostationary-satellite orbit.    (WRC-12) 

5.413 In the design of systems in the broadcasting-satellite service in the bands between 2 500 MHz and 2 690 MHz, administrations are urged to take all 
necessary steps to protect the radio astronomy service in the band 2 690-2 700 MHz. 

5.416 The use of the band 2 520-2 670 MHz by the broadcasting-satellite service is limited to national and regional systems for community reception, subject to 
agreement obtained under No. 9.21. The provisions of No. 9.19 shall be applied by administrations in this band in their bilateral and multilateral negotiations.     (WRC-

07) 

5.418 Additional allocation:  in Korea (Rep. of), India, Japan and Thailand, the band 2 535-2 655 MHz is also allocated to the broadcasting-satellite service 
(sound) and complementary terrestrial broadcasting service on a primary basis. Such use is limited to digital audio broadcasting and is subject to the provisions of 
Resolution 528 (Rev.WRC-03). The provisions of No. 5.416 and Table 21-4 of Article 21, do not apply to this additional allocation. Use of non-geostationary-satellite 
systems in the broadcasting-satellite service (sound) is subject to Resolution 539 (Rev.WRC-03). Geostationary broadcasting-satellite service (sound) systems for 
which complete Appendix 4 coordination information has been received after 1 June 2005 are limited to systems intended for national coverage. The power flux-
density at the Earthôs surface produced by emissions from a geostationary broadcasting satellite service (sound) space station operating in the band 2 630-2 655 MHz, 
and for which complete Appendix 4 coordination information has been received after 1 June 2005, shall not exceed the following limits, for all conditions and for all 
methods of modulation:

5.418C Use of the band 2 630-2 655 MHz by geostationary-satellite networks for which complete Appendix 4 coordination information, or notification information, 
has been received after 2 June 2000 is subject to the application of the provisions of No. 9.13 with respect to non-geostationary-satellite systems in the broadcasting-
satellite service (sound), pursuant to No. 5.418 and No. 22.2 does not apply.     (WRC-03) 

5.422 Additional allocation:  in Saudi Arabia, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bahrain, Belarus, Brunei Darussalam, Congo (Rep. of the), Côte d'Ivoire, Cuba, Djibouti, 
Egypt, the United Arab Emirates, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gabon, Georgia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Israel, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, 
Mauritania, Mongolia, Montenegro, Nigeria, Oman, Pakistan, the Philippines, Qatar, Syrian Arab Republic, Kyrgyzstan, the Dem. Rep. of the Congo, Romania, Somalia, 
Tajikistan, Tunisia, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Yemen, the band 2 690-2 700 MHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a 
primary basis. Such use is limited to equipment in operation by 1 January 1985.    (WRC-12) 

5.423 In the band 2 700-2 900 MHz, ground-based radars used for meteorological purposes are authorized to operate on a basis of equality with stations of the 
aeronautical radionavigation service. 

5.424A In the band 2 900-3 100 MHz, stations in the radiolocation service shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, radar systems in the 
radionavigation service.     (WRC-03) 

5.425 In the band 2 900-3 100 MHz, the use of the shipborne interrogator-transponder (SIT) system shall be confined to the sub-band 2 930 -2 950 MHz. 

5.426 The use of the band 2 900-3 100 MHz by the aeronautical radionavigation service is limited to ground-based radars. 

5.427 In the bands 2 900-3 100 MHz and 9 300-9 500 MHz, the response from radar transponders shall not be capable of being confused with the response 
from radar beacons (racons) and shall not cause interference to ship or aeronautical radars in the radionavigation service, having regard, however, to No. 4.9. 
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5.429 Additional allocation:  in Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Bagladesh, Benin, Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Cameroon, China, Congo (Rep. of the), Korea (Rep. 
of the), C¹te dôIvoire, Djibouti, Egypt, the United Arab Emirates, India, Indonesia, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Japan, Jordan, Kenya, Kuwait, Lao P.D.R, Lebanon, 
Libya, Malaysia, Mongolia, Myanmar, New Zealand, Oman, Uganda, Pakistan, Palestine*, Qatar, the Syrian Arab Republic, the Dem. Rep. of the Congo, the Dem 
Rep Peopleôs Rep of Korea, Singapore, Somalia, Sudan, Thailand, Viet Nam, and Yemen, the frequency band, 3 300-3 400 MHz is allocated to the fixed and mobile 
services on a primary basis. Mongolia, New Zealand and the countries bordering the Mediterranean shall not claim protection for their fixed and mobile services from 
the radiolocation service.     (WRC-23) 

5.429B In the following countries of Region 1 south of 30° parallel north: Angola, Benin, Botswana, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cameroon, Congo (Rep. of the), Côte 
dôIvoire, Egypt, Eswatini, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Lesotho, Liberia, Malawi, Mauritania, Mozambique, Namibia, Niger, Nigeria, Uganda, the Dem. Rep. 
of the Congo, Rwanda, Sudan, South Sudan, South Africa, Tanzania, Chad, Togo, Zambia and Zimbabwe, the frequency band 3 300-3 400 MHz is identified for the 
implementation of International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT). The use of this frequency band shall be in accordance with Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-19). The 
use of the frequency band 3 300-3 400 MHz by IMT stations in the mobile service shall not cause harmful interference to, or claim protection from, systems in the 
radiolocation service, and administrations wishing to implement IMT shall obtain the agreement of neighbouring countries to protect operations within the radiolocation 
service. This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by any application of the services to which it is allocated and does not establish priority in 
the Radio Regulations.     (WRC-19) 

5.430A The allocation of the frequency band 3 400-3 600 MHz to the mobile, except aeronautical mobile, service is subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21.  
This frequency band is identified for International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT). This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by any 
application of the services to which it is allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. The provisions of Nos. 9.17 and 9.18 shall also apply in the 
coordination phase. Before an administration brings into use a (base or mobile) station of the mobile service in this frequency band, it shall ensure that the power flux-
density (pfd) produced at 3 m above ground does not exceed -154.5 dB(W/(m2 · 4 kHz)) for more than 20% of time at the border of the territory of any other 
administration. This limit may be exceeded on the territory of any country whose administration has so agreed. In order to ensure that the pfd limit at the border of the 
territory of any other administration is met, the calculations and verification shall be made, taking into account all relevant information, with the mutual agreement of 
both administrations (the administration responsible for the terrestrial station and the administration responsible for the earth station) and with the assistance of the 
Bureau if so requested.

Before 
an administration in Region 1 brings into use a station in the mobile service in the frequency band 3 600-3 800 MHz, for the protection of stations in the fixed and fixed-
satellite services, it shall ensure that the pfd produced at 3 m above ground does not exceed ī154.5 dB(W/(m2   4 kHz)) for more than 20% of the time at the border 
of the territory of any other administration. Stations in the mobile service operating in the frequency band 3 600-3 800 MHz shall not claim more protection from space 
stations than that provided in Table 21-4 of the Radio Regulations.    (WRC-23) 
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5.436 Use of the frequency band 4 200-4 400 MHz by stations in the aeronautical mobile (R) service is reserved exclusively for wireless avionics intra-
communication systems that operate in accordance with recognized international aeronautical standards. Such use shall be in accordance with Resolution 424 (Rev. 
WRC-23).     (WRC-23) 

5.437 Passive sensing in the Earth exploration-satellite and space research services may be authorized in the frequency band 4 200-4 400 MHz on a secondary 
basis. (WRC-15) 

5.438 Use of the frequency band 4 200-4 400 MHz by the aeronautical radionavigation service is reserved exclusively for radio altimeters installed on board 
aircraft and for the associated transponders on the ground. (WRC-15) 

5.440 The standard frequency and time signal-satellite service may be authorized to use the frequency 4 202 MHz for space-to-Earth transmissions and the 

frequency 6 427 MHz for Earth-to-space transmissions. Such transmissions shall be confined within the limits of ° 2 MHz of these frequencies, subject to agreement 
obtained under No. 9.21. 

5.441 The use of the bands 4 500-4 800 MHz (space-to-Earth), 6 725-7 025 MHz (Earth-to-space) by the  fixed-satellite service shall be in accordance with the 
provisions of Appendix 30B. The use of the bands 10.7-10.95 GHz (space-to-Earth), 11.2-11.45 GHz (space-to-Earth) and 12.75-13.25 GHz (Earth-to-space) by 
geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service shall be in accordance with the provisions of Appendix 30B. The use of the bands 10.7-10.95 GHz (space-
to-Earth), 11.2-11.45 GHz (space-to-Earth) and 12.75-13.25 GHz (Earth-to-space) by a non-geostationary-satellite system in the fixed-satellite service is subject to 
application of the provisions of No. 9.12 for coordination with other non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service. Non-geostationary-satellite systems 
in the fixed-satellite service shall not claim protection from geostationary-satellite networks in the fixed-satellite service operating in accordance with the Radio 
Regulations, irrespective of the dates of receipt by the Bureau of the complete coordination or notification information, as appropriate, for the non-geostationary-
satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service and of the complete coordination or notification information, as appropriate, for the geostationary-satellite networks, and 
No. 5.43A does not apply. Non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service in the above bands shall be operated in such a way that any unacceptable 
interference that may occur during their operation shall be rapidly eliminated.

5.442 In the frequency bands 4 825-4 835 MHz and 4 950-4 990 MHz, the allocation to the mobile service is restricted to the mobile, except aeronautical mobile, 
service. In Region 2 (except Brazil, Cuba, Guatemala, Mexico, Paraguay, Uruguay and Venezuela), and in Australia, the frequency band 4 825-4 835 MHz is also 
allocated to the aeronautical mobile service, limited to aeronautical mobile telemetry for flight testing by aircraft stations. Such use shall be in accordance with 
Resolution 416 (WRC-07) and shall not cause harmful interference to the fixed service.     (WRC-15) 

5.443AA  In the frequency bands 5 000-5 030 MHz and 5 091-5 150 MHz, the aeronautical mobile-satellite (R) service is subject to agreement obtained under 
No. 9.21. The use of these bands by the aeronautical mobile-satellite (R) service is limited to internationally standardized aeronautical systems.    (WRC-12) 

5.443B In order not to cause harmful interference to the microwave landing system operating above 5 030 MHz, the aggregate power flux-density produced at 
the Earthôs surface in the frequency band 5 030-5 150 MHz by all the space stations within any radionavigation-satellite service system (space-to-Earth) operating in

5.444 The frequency band 5 030-5 150 MHz is to be used for the operation of the international standard system (microwave landing system) for precision 
approach and landing. In the frequency band 5 030-5 091 MHz, the requirements of this system shall have priority over other uses of this frequency band. For the use 
of the frequency band 5 091-5 150 MHz, No. 5.444A and Resolution 114 (Rev.WRC-15) apply.    (WRC-15) 

5.444A The use of the allocation to the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) in the frequency band 5 091-5 150 MHz is limited to feeder links of non-geostationary 
satellite systems in the mobile-satellite service and is subject to coordination under No. 9.11A.  The use of the frequency band 5 091-5 150 MHz by feeder links of 
non-geostationary satellite systems in the mobile-satellite service shall be subject to application of Resolution 114 (Rev.WRC-15). Moreover, to ensure that the 
aeronautical radionavigation service is protected from harmful interference, coordination is required for feeder-link earth stations of the non-geostationary satellite 
systems in the mobile-satellite service which are separated by less than 450 km from the territory of an administration operating ground stations in the aeronautical 
radionavigation service.

5.446 Additional allocation:  in the countries listed in No. 5.369, the frequency band 5 150-5 216 MHz is also allocated to the radiodetermination-satellite service 
(space-to-Earth) on a primary basis, subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21. In Region 2 (except in Mexico), the frequency band is also allocated to the 
radiodetermination-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a primary basis. In Regions 1 and 3, except those countries listed in No. 5.369 and Bangladesh, the frequency 
band is also allocated to the radiodetermination-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a secondary basis. The use by the radiodetermination-satellite service is limited 
to feeder links in conjunction with the radiodetermination-satellite service operating in the frequency bands 1 610-1 626.5 MHz and/or 2 483.5-2 500 MHz. The total 

power flux-density at the Earthôs surface shall in no case exceed ī159 dB(W/m2) in any 4 kHz band for all angles of arrival.    (WRC-15)

5.446B In the band 5 150-5 250 MHz, stations in the mobile service shall not claim protection from earth stations in the fixed-satellite service. No. 5.43A does not 
apply to the mobile service with respect to fixed-satellite service earth stations.     (WRC-03) 

5.446C Additional allocation:  in Region 1 (except in Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Egypt, United Arab Emirates, Iraq, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Morocco, Oman, 
Qatar, Syrian Arab Republic, Sudan, South Sudan and Tunisia), the frequency band 5 150-5 250 MHz is also allocated to the aeronautical mobile service on a primary 
basis, limited to aeronautical telemetry transmissions from aircraft stations (see No. 1.83), in accordance with Resolution 418 (Rev.WRC-19). These stations shall not 
claim protection from other stations operating in accordance with Article 5. No. 5.43A does not apply.    (WRC-19) 

5.447A The allocation to the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to feeder links of non-geostationary-satellite systems in the mobile-satellite service 
and is subject to coordination under No. 9.11A. 

5.447B Additional allocation:  the band 5 150-5 216 MHz is also allocated to the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a primary basis. This allocation is limited 
to feeder links of non-geostationary-satellite systems in the mobile-satellite service and is subject to provisions of No. 9.11A. The power flux-density at the Earthôs 
surface produced by space stations of the fixed-satellite service operating in the space-to-Earth direction in the band 5 150-5 216 MHz shall in no case exceed -164 
dB(W/m2) in any 4 kHz band for all angles of arrival.

5.448A The Earth exploration-satellite (active) and space research (active) services in the frequency band 5 250-5 350 MHz shall not claim protection from the 
radiolocation service. No. 5.43A does not apply.     (WRC-03) 
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5.448B The Earth exploration-satellite service (active) operating in the band 5 350-5 570 MHz and space research service (active) operating in the band 5 460-
5 570 MHz shall not cause harmful interference to the aeronautical radionavigation service in the band 5 350-5 460 MHz, the radionavigation service in the band 5 460-
5 470 MHz and the maritime radionavigation service in the band 5 470-5 570 MHz.     (WRC-03) 

5.448C The space research service (active) operating in the band 5 350-5 460 MHz shall not cause harmful interference to nor claim protection from other services 
to which this band is allocated.     (WRC-03) 

5.448D In the frequency band 5 350-5 470 MHz, stations in the radiolocation service shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, radar 
systems in the aeronautical radionavigation service operating in accordance with No. 5.449.     (WRC-03) 

5.449 The use of the band 5 350-5 470 MHz by the aeronautical radionavigation service is limited to airborne radars and associated airborne beacons. 

5.450A In the frequency band 5 470-5 725 MHz, stations in the mobile service shall not claim protection from radiodetermination services. The radiodetermination 
services shall not impose more stringent conditions upon the mobile service than those stipulated in Resolution 229 (Rev.WRC-23).      (WRC-23) 

5.450B In the frequency band 5 470-5 650 MHz, stations in the radiolocation service, except ground-based radars used for meteorological purposes in the band 
5 600-5 650 MHz, shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, radar systems in the maritime radionavigation service.     (WRC-03) 

5.452 Between 5 600 MHz and 5 650 MHz, ground-based radars used for meteorological purposes are authorized to operate on a basis of equality with stations 
of the maritime radionavigation service.

Such use 
shall be in accordance with Resolution 902 (Rev.WRC-23).       (WRC-23) 

5.457E The frequency bands 6 425-7 125 MHz in Region 1 and 7 025-7 125 MHz in Region 3 are identified for use by administrations wishing to implement the 
terrestrial component of International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT). This identification does not preclude the use of these frequency bands by any application of 
the services to which they are allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. Resolution 220 (WRC-23) applies. The frequency bands are also 
used for the implementation of wireless access systems (WAS), including radio local area networks (RLANs).     (WRC-23) 
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5.458 In the band 6 425-7 075 MHz, passive microwave sensor measurements are carried out over the oceans. In the band 7 075-7 250 MHz, passive microwave 
sensor measurements are carried out. Administrations should bear in mind the needs of the Earth exploration-satellite (passive) and space research (passive) services 
in their future planning of the bands 6 425-7 025 MHz and 7 075-7 250 MHz. 

5.458A In making assignments in the band 6 700-7 075 MHz to space stations of the fixed-satellite service, administrations are urged to take all practicable steps 
to protect spectral line observations of the radio astronomy service in the band 6 650-6 675.2 MHz from harmful interference from unwanted emissions. 

5.458B The space-to-Earth allocation to the fixed-satellite service in the band 6 700-7 075 MHz is limited to feeder links for non-geostationary satellite systems of 
the mobile-satellite service and is subject to coordination under No. 9.11A. The use of the band 6 700-7 075 MHz (space-to-Earth) by feeder links for non-geostationary 
satellite systems in the mobile-satellite service is not subject to No. 22.2. 

5.460 No emissions from space research service (Earth-to-space) systems intended for deep space shall be effected in the frequency band 7 190-7 235 MHz. 
Geostationary satellites in the space research service operating in the frequency band 7 190-7 235 MHz shall not claim protection from existing and future stations of 
the fixed and mobile services and No. 5.43A does not apply.     (WRC-15) 

5.460A The use of the frequency band 7 190-7 250 MHz (Earth-to-space) by the Earth exploration-satellite service shall be limited to tracking, telemetry and 
command for the operation of spacecraft. Space stations operating in the Earth exploration-satellite service (Earth-to-space) in the frequency band 7 190-7 250 MHz 
shall not claim protection from existing and future stations in the fixed and mobile services, and No. 5.43A does not apply. No. 9.17 applies. Additionally, to ensure 
protection of the existing and future deployment of fixed and mobile services, the location of earth stations supporting spacecraft in the Earth exploration-satellite 
service in non-geostationary orbits or geostationary orbit shall maintain a separation distance of at least 10 km and 50 km, respectively, from the respective border(s) 
of neighbouring countries, unless a shorter distance is otherwise agreed between the corresponding administrations.  (WRC-15) 

5.460B Space stations on the geostationary orbit operating in the Earth exploration-satellite service (Earth-to-space) in the frequency band 7 190-7 235 MHz shall 
not claim protection from existing and future stations of the space research service, and No. 5.43A does not apply.

5.461AC In the frequency band 7 375-7 750 MHz, non-geostationary-satellite systems operating in the fixed-satellite service for which complete coordination or 
notification information, according to the case, is received by the Bureau as of 1 January 2025 shall not cause unacceptable interference to and shall not claim 
protection from geostationary-satellite networks in the maritime mobile-satellite service operating in accordance with these Regulations. No. 5.43A does not 
apply.

5.461B The use of the band 7 750-7 900 MHz by the meteorological-satellite service (space-to-Earth) is limited to non-geostationary satellite systems.    (WRC-12) 

5.461AA  The use of the frequency band 7 375-7 750 MHz by the maritime mobile-satellite service is limited to geostationary-satellite networks.   (WRC-15) 

5.461AB  In the frequency band 7 375-7 750 MHz, earth stations in the maritime mobile-satellite service shall not claim protection from, nor constrain the use and 
development of, stations in the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services. No. 5.43A does not apply.   (WRC-15) 

5.462A In Regions 1 and 3 (except for Japan), in the band 8 025-8 400 MHz, the Earth exploration-satellite service using geostationary satellites shall not produce 

a power flux-density in excess of the following values for angles of arrival (q), without the consent of the affected administration:

5.470 The use of the band 8 750-8 850 MHz by the aeronautical radionavigation service is limited to airborne Doppler navigation aids on a centre frequency of 
8 800 MHz. 
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5.472 In the bands 8 850-9 000 MHz and 9 200-9 225 MHz, the maritime radionavigation service is limited to shore-based radars. 

5.474 In the band 9 200-9 500 MHz, search and rescue transponders (SART) may be used, having due regard to the appropriate ITU-R Recommendation (see 
also Article 31). 

5.474A The use of the frequency bands 9 200-9 300 MHz and 9 900-10 400 MHz by the Earth exploration-satellite service (active) is limited to systems  requiring 
necessary bandwidth greater than 600 MHz that cannot be fully accommodated within the frequency band 9 300-9 900 MHz.  Such uses subject to agreement to be 
obtained   under No. 9.21 from Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Egypt, Indonesia, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Lebanon and Tunisia.

5.482A For sharing of the band 10.6-10.68 GHz between the Earth exploration-satellite (passive) service and the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, 
services, Resolution 751 (WRC-07) applies.     (WRC-07) 

5.483 Additional allocation:  in Saudi Arabia, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bahrain, Belarus, China, Colombia, Korea (Rep. of), Costa Rica, Egypt, the United Arab 
Emirates, Georgia, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Israel, Jordan, Kazakhstan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Mongolia, Qatar, Kyrgyzstan, the Dem. Peopleôs Rep. of Korea, 
Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Yemen, the band 10.68-10.7 GHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a primary basis. Such 
use is limited to equipment in operation by 1 January 1985.    (WRC-12) 

5.484 In Region 1, the use of the band 10.7-11.7 GHz by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service. 

5.484A The use of the frequency bands 10.95-11.2 GHz (space-to-Earth), 11.45-11.7 GHz (space-to-Earth), 11.7-12.2 GHz (space-to-Earth) in Region 2, 12.2-
12.75 GHz (space-to-Earth) in Region 3, 12.5-12.75 GHz (space-to-Earth) in Region 1, 13.75-14.5 GHz (Earth-to-space), 17.3-17.7 GHz (space-to-Earth) in Region 2, 
17.8-18.6 GHz (space-to-Earth), 19.7-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth), 27.5-28.6 GHz (Earth-to-space), 29.5-30 GHz (Earth-to-space) by a non-geostationary-satellite 
system in the fixed-satellite service is subject to application of the provisions of No. 9.12 for coordination with other non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-
satellite service.

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5.487 In the band 11.7-12.5 GHz in Regions 1 and 3, the fixed, fixed-satellite, mobile, except aeronautical mobile, and broadcasting services, in accordance 
with their respective allocations, shall not cause harmful interference to, or claim protection from, broadcasting-satellite stations operating in accordance with the 
Regions 1 and 3 Plan in Appendix 30.     (WRC-03) 

5.487A Additional allocation:  in Region 1, the band 11.7-12.5 GHz, in Region 2, the band 12.2-12.7 GHz and, in Region 3, the band 11.7-12.2 GHz, are also 
allocated to the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a primary basis, limited to non-geostationary systems and subject to application of the provisions of No. 9.12 
for coordination with other non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service.

5.499C The allocation of the frequency band 13.4-13.65 GHz to the space research service on a primary basis is limited to:  
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ï  satellite systems operating in the space research service (space-to-space) to relay data from space stations in the geostationary-satellite 
orbit to associated space stations in non-geostationary satellite orbits for which advance publication information has been received by the 
Bureau by 27 November 2015,  

ï active spaceborne sensors,  

ï satellite systems operating in the space research service (space-to-Earth) to relay data from space stations in the geostationary-satellite orbit 
to associated earth stations.  

Other uses of the frequency band by the space research service are on a secondary basis. (WRC-15) 

5.499D In the frequency band 13.4-13.65 GHz, satellite systems in the space research service (space-to-Earth) and/or the space research service (space-to-
space) shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, stations in the fixed, mobile, radiolocation and Earth exploration-satellite (active) services.    
(WRC-15)  

5.499E In the frequency band 13.4-13.65 GHz, geostationary-satellite networks in the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) shall not claim protection from space 
stations in the Earth exploration-satellite service (active) operating in accordance with these Regulations, and No. 5.43A does not apply. The provisions of No. 22.2 
do not apply to the Earth exploration-satellite service (active) with respect to the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) in this frequency band.   (WRC-15) 

5.500 Additional allocation: in Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Brunei Darussalam, Cameroon, Djibouti, Egypt, the United Arab Emirates, Gabon, Indonesia, Iran 
(Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Israel, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Madagascar, Malaysia, Mali, Morocco, Mauritania, Niger, Nigeria, Oman, Qatar, the Syrian Arab Republic, 
Singapore, Somalia, Sudan, South Sudan, Chad and Tunisia, the frequency band 13.4-14 GHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile services on a primary basis. 
In Pakistan, the frequency band 13.4-13.75 GHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile services on a primary basis.       (WRC-23) 

5.501A The allocation of the frequency band 13.65-13.75 GHz to the space research service on a primary basis is limited to active spaceborne sensors. Other 
uses of the frequency band by the space research service are on a secondary basis.     (WRC-15) 

5.501B In the band 13.4-13.75 GHz, the Earth exploration-satellite (active) and space research (active) services shall not cause harmful interference to, or 
constrain the use and development of, the radiolocation service.     (WRC-97) 

5.502 In the band 13.75-14 GHz, an earth station of a geostationary fixed-satellite service network shall have a minimum antenna diameter of 1.2 m and an 
earth station of a non-geostationary fixed-satellite service system shall have a minimum antenna diameter of 4.5 m. In addition, the e.i.r.p., averaged over one second, 
radiated by a station in the radiolocation or radionavigation services shall not exceed 59 dBW for elevation angles above 2° and 65 dBW at lower angles. Before an 
administration brings into use an earth station in a geostationary-satellite network in the fixed-satellite service in this band with an antenna size smaller than 4.5 m, it 
shall ensure that the power flux-density produced by this earth station does not exceed:

   iii) 66.2 dB(W/40 kHz) for any fixed-satellite service earth station for antenna diameters (m) equal to or greater than 31.9 m; 

   iv) 56.2 dB(W/4 kHz) for narrow-band (less than 40 kHz of necessary bandwidth) fixed-satellite service earth station emissions from any fixed-
satellite service earth station having an antenna diameter of 4.5 m or greater; 

  ï the e.i.r.p. density of emissions from any earth station in the fixed-satellite service operating with a space station in non-geostationary-satellite 
orbit shall not exceed 51 dBW in the 6 MHz band from 13.772 to 13.778 GHz.  

  Automatic power control may be used to increase the e.i.r.p. density in these frequency ranges to compensate for rain attenuation, to the extent that the 
power flux-density at the fixed-satellite service space station does not exceed the value resulting from use by an earth station of an e.i.r.p. meeting the above limits in 
clear-sky conditions.     (WRC-03) 

5.504 The use of the band 14-14.3 GHz by the radionavigation service shall be such as to provide sufficient protection to space stations of the fixed-satellite 
service.

5.504B Aircraft earth stations operating in the aeronautical mobile-satellite service in the frequency band 14-14.5 GHz shall comply with the provisions of Annex 
1, Part C of Recommendation ITU-R M.1643-0, with respect to any radio astronomy station performing observations in the 14.47-14.5 GHz frequency band located on 
the territory of Spain, France, India, Italy, the United Kingdom and South Africa.     (WRC-15) 

5.504C In the band frequency14-14.25 GHz, the power flux-density produced on the territory of the countries of Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Botswana, C¹te dôIvoire, 
Egypt, Guinea, India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Kuwait, Nigeria, Oman, the Syrian Arab Republic and Tunisia by any aircraft earth station in the aeronautical mobile-
satellite service shall not exceed the limits given in Annex 1, Part B of Recommendation ITU-R M.1643-0, unless otherwise specifically agreed by the affected 
administration(s). The provisions of this footnote in no way derogate the obligations of the aeronautical mobile-satellite service to operate as a secondary service in 
accordance with No. 5.29.    (WRC-15) 

5.506 The band 14-14.5 GHz may be used, within the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space), for feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service, subject to 
coordination with other networks in the fixed-satellite service. Such use of feeder links is reserved for countries outside Europe. 

5.506A In the band 14-14.5 GHz, ship earth stations with an e.i.r.p. greater than 21 dBW shall operate under the same conditions as earth stations located on 

board vessels, as provided in Resolution 902 (Rev. WRC-23). This footnote shall not apply to ship earth stations for which the complete Appendix 4 information has 
been received by the Bureau prior to 5 July 2003.      (WRC-23) 

5.506B Earth stations located on board vessels communicating with space stations in the fixed-satellite service may operate in the frequency band 14-14.5 GHz 
without the need for prior agreement from Cyprus and Malta, within the minimum distance given in Resolution 902 ( Rev. WRC-23) from these countries.

5.508A In the frequency band 14.25-14.3 GHz, the power flux-density produced on the territory of the countries of Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Botswana, China, Côte 
dôIvoire, Egypt, Guinea, India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Italy, Kuwait, Nigeria, Oman, the Syrian Arab Republic, the United Kingdom and Tunisia by any aircraft earth 
station in the aeronautical mobile-satellite service shall not exceed the limits given in Annex 1, Part B of Recommendation ITU-R M.1643-0, unless otherwise 
specifically agreed by the affected administration(s). The provisions of this footnote in no way derogate the obligations of the aeronautical mobile-satellite service to 
operate as a secondary service in accordance with No. 5.29.    (WRC-23) 

5.509A In the frequency band 14.3-14.5 GHz, the power flux-density produced on the territory of the countries of Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Botswana, Cameroon, 
China, C¹te dôIvoire, Egypt, Gabon, Guinea, India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Italy, Kuwait, Morocco, Nigeria, Oman, the Syrian Arab Republic, the United Kingdom, 
Sri Lanka, Tunisia and Viet Nam by any aircraft earth station in the aeronautical mobile-satellite service shall not exceed the limits given in Annex 1, Part B of 
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Recommendation ITU-R M.1643-0, unless otherwise specifically agreed by the affected administration(s). The provisions of this footnote in no way derogate the 
obligations of the aeronautical mobile-satellite service to operate as a secondary service in accordance with No. 5.29.    (WRC-23) 

5.509B The use of the frequency bands 14.5-14.75 GHz in countries listed in Resolution 163 (WRC-15) and 14.5-14.8 GHz in countries listed in Resolution 164 
(WRC-15) by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) not for feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service is limited to geostationary-satellites.     (WRC-15)  

5.509C For the use of the frequency bands 14.5-14.75 GHz in countries listed in Resolution 163 (WRC-15) and 14.5-14.8 GHz in countries listed in Resolution 
164 (WRC-15) by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) not for feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service, the fixed-satellite service earth stations shall 
have a minimum antenna diameter of 6 m and a maximum power spectral density of ī44.5 dBW/Hz at the input of the antenna. The earth stations shall be notified at 
known locations on land.  (WRC-15)  

5.509D Before an administration brings into use an earth station in the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) not for feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite 
service in the frequency bands 14.5-14.75 GHz (in countries listed in Resolution 163 (WRC-15)) and 14.5-14.8 GHz (in countries listed in Resolution 164 (WRC-15)), 
it shall ensure that the power flux-density produced by this earth station does not exceed ī151.5 dB(W/(m2 · 4 kHz)) produced at all altitudes from 0 m to 19 000 m 
above sea level at 22 km seaward from all coasts, defined as the low-water mark, as officially recognized by each coastal State.    (WRC-15)

operating in the space research service (Earth-to-space) to relay data to space stations in the geostationary-satellite orbit from associated earth stations. Stations in 
the space research service shall not cause harmful interference to, or claim protection from, stations in the fixed and mobile services and in the fixed- satellite service 
limited to feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service  and associated space operations functions using the guardbands under Appendix 30A and feeder links for 
the broadcasting-satellite service in Region 2. Other uses of this frequency band by the space research service are on a secondary basis.    (WRC-15)  

5.510A The allocation of the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz to the space research service on a primary basis is limited to satellite systems operating in the 
space-to-space, space-to-Earth and Earth-to-space directions at distances from the Earth of less than 2 × 10  km in accordance with Resolution 678 (WRC-23). Other 
uses of the frequency band by the space research service are on a secondary basis. The use of the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz by the space research service 
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(space-to-Earth) (Earth-to-space) is on a secondary basis with respect to the terrestrial services in Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Korea (Rep. of), Egypt, the United 
Arab Emirates, the United States, India, Iraq, Japan, Kuwait, Libya, Morocco, Mauritania, Oman, Qatar, the Syrian Arab Republic, Tunisia and Yemen.    (WRC-23) 

5.511 Additional allocation:  in Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Cameroon, Egypt, the United Arab Emirates, Guinea, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Israel, Kuwait, 
Lebanon, Oman, Pakistan, Qatar, the Syrian Arab Republic and Somalia, the band 15.35-15.4 GHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile services on a secondary 
basis.    (WRC-12) 

5.510 Except for use in accordance with Resolution 163 (WRC-15) and Resolution 164 (WRC-15), the use of the frequency band 14.5-14.8 GHz by the fixed-
satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service. This use is reserved for countries outside Europe. Uses other than 
feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service are not authorized in Regions 1 and 2 in the frequency band 14.75-14.8 GHz.    (WRC-15) 

5.511A Use of the frequency band 15.43-15.63 GHz by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to feeder links of non-geostationary systems in the 
mobile-satellite service, subject to coordination under No. 9.11A.    (WRC-15) 

5.511C Stations operating in the aeronautical radionavigation service shall limit the effective e.i.r.p. in accordance with Recommendation ITU-R S.1340-0. The 
minimum coordination distance required to protect the aeronautical radionavigation stations (No. 4.10 applies) from harmful interference from feeder-link earth stations 
and the maximum e.i.r.p. transmitted towards the local horizontal plane by a feeder-link earth station shall be in accordance with Recommendation

5.511E In the frequency band 15.4-15.7 GHz, stations operating in the radiolocation service shall not cause harmful interference to, or claim protection from, 
stations operating in the aeronautical radionavigation service.    (WRC-12) 

5.511F In order to protect the radio astronomy service in the frequency band 15.35-15.4 GHz, radiolocation stations operating in the frequency band 
15.4-15.7 GHz shall not exceed the power flux-density level of ī156 dB(W/m2) in a 50 MHz bandwidth in the frequency band 15.35-15.4 GHz, at any radio astronomy 
observatory site for more than 2 per cent of the time.    (WRC-12) 

5.511G Stations in the aeronautical mobile (OR) service operating in the frequency band 15.41-15.7 GHz shall not cause harmful interference to the radio 
astronomy service operating in the frequency band 15.35-15.4 GHz. The aggregate power flux-density (pfd) received from stations in the aeronautical mobile (OR) 
service operating in the frequency band 15.41-15.7 GHz at any radio astronomy station operating in the frequency band 15.35-15.4 GHz shall be in compliance with 
the protection criteria provided in Recommendations ITU-R RA.769-2 and ITU-R RA.1513-2, unless specifically agreed by the affected administration(s).     (WRC-23) 

5.513A Spaceborne active sensors operating in the band 17.2-17.3 GHz shall not cause harmful interference to, or constrain the development of, the radiolocation 
and other services allocated on a primary basis.     (WRC-97) 
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5.516 The use of the band 17.3-18.1 GHz by geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to feeder links for the 
broadcasting-satellite service. The use of the band 17.3-17.8 GHz in Region 2 by systems in the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to geostationary 
satellites. For the use of the band 17.3-17.8 GHz in Region 2 by feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service in the band 12.2-12.7 GHz, see Article 11. The use 
of the bands 17.3-18.1 GHz (Earth-to-space) in Regions 1 and 3 and 17.8-18.1 GHz (Earth-to-space) in Region 2 by non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-
satellite service is subject to application of the provisions of No. 9.12 for coordination with other non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service. Non-
geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service shall not claim protection from geostationary-satellite networks in the fixed-satellite service operating in 
accordance with the Radio Regulations, irrespective of the dates of receipt by the Bureau of the complete coordination or notification information, as appropriate, for 
the non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service and of the complete coordination or notification information, as appropriate, for the geostationary-
satellite networks, and No. 5.43A does not apply.

  28.94-29.1 GHz (Earth-to-space) in Region 2 and 3, 

  29.25-29.46 GHz (Earth-to-space) in Region 2, 

  29.46-30 GHz (Earth-to-space) in all Regions,

the frequency bands 17.7-18.6 GHz, 18.8-19.3 GHz and 19.7-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth) and 27.5-29.1 GHz and 29.5-30 GHz (Earth-to-space) shall be subject to the 
application of Resolution 123 (WRC-23).     (WRC-23) 

5.519 Additional allocation:  the bands 18-18.3 GHz in Region 2 and 18.1-18.4 GHz in Regions 1 and 3 are also allocated to the meteorological-satellite service 
(space-to-Earth) on a primary basis. Their use is limited to geostationary satellites.     (WRC-07) 

5.520 The use of the band 18.1-18.4 GHz by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to feeder links of geostationary-satellite systems in the 
broadcasting-satellite service.     (WRC-2000) 

5.521A  For use of the frequency bands 18.1-18.6 GHz, 18.8-20.2 GHz and 27.5-30 GHz, or parts thereof, by space stations in the inter-satellite service, 
Resolution 679 (WRC-23) shall apply. Such use is limited to space research, space operation and/or Earth exploration-satellite applications, and also transmissions 
of data originating from industrial and medical activities in space. When using these frequencies, administrations shall ensure that this inter-satellite service is used 
only for the aforementioned purposes and is not subject to coordination under No. 9.11A. For use of the frequency bands  18.1-18.6 GHz, 18.8-20.2 GHz, 27.5-

5.523A The use of the bands 18.8-19.3 GHz (space-to-Earth) and 28.6-29.1 GHz (Earth-to-space) by geostationary and non-geostationary fixed-satellite 
service networks is subject to the application of the provisions of No. 9.11A and No. 22.2 does not apply. Administrations having geostationary-satellite networks under 
coordination prior to 18 November 1995 shall cooperate to the maximum extent possible to coordinate pursuant to No. 9.11A with non-geostationary-satellite networks 
for which notification information has been received by the Bureau prior to that date, with a view to reaching results acceptable to all the parties concerned. Non-
geostationary-satellite networks shall not cause unacceptable interference to geostationary fixed-satellite service networks for which complete Appendix 4 notification 
information is considered as having been received by the Bureau prior to 18 November 1995.     (WRC-97) 

5.523B The use of the band 19.3-19.6 GHz (Earth-to-space) by the fixed-satellite service is limited to feeder links for non-geostationary-satellite systems in the 
mobile-satellite service. Such use is subject to the application of the provisions of No. 9.11A, and No. 22.2 does not apply. 

5.523C No. 22.2 shall continue to apply in the bands 19.3-19.6 GHz and 29.1-29.4 GHz, between feeder links of non-geostationary mobile-satellite service 
networks and those fixed-satellite service networks for which complete Appendix 4 coordination information, or notification information, is considered as having been 
received by the Bureau prior to 18 November 1995.     (WRC-97) 

5.523D The use of the band 19.3-19.7 GHz (space-to-Earth) by geostationary fixed-satellite service systems and by feeder links for non-geostationary-satellite 
systems in the mobile-satellite service is subject to the application of the provisions of No. 9.11A, but not subject to the provisions of No. 22.2.

5.523DA In order to protect feeder links of non-geostationary networks in the mobile-satellite service in the frequency band 19.3-19.7 GHz, the power flux-density 
values produced at the surface of the Earth for all angles of arrival by a space station in the inter-satellite service operating in this band in accordance with 
Resolution 679 (WRC-23) shall not exceed -140 dB(W/m ) in any 1 MHz within 150 km of any of the above feeder-link earth stations recorded in the Master International 
Frequency Register.      (WRC-23) 
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5.524 Additional allocation: in Afghanistan, Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Brunei Darussalam, Cameroon, China, Congo (Rep. of the), Costa Rica, Djibouti, 
Egypt, the United Arab Emirates, Gabon, Guatemala, Guinea, India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Israel, Japan, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Malaysia, Mali, Morocco, 
Mauritania, Nepal, Nigeria, Oman, Pakistan, Palestine*, the Philippines, Qatar, the Syrian Arab Republic, the Dem. Rep. of the Congo, the Dem. Peopleôs Rep. of 
Korea, Singapore, Somalia, Sudan, South Sudan, Chad, Togo and Tunisia, the frequency band 19.7-21.2 GHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile services on a 
primary basis. This additional use shall not impose any limitation on the power flux-density of space stations in the fixed-satellite service in the frequency band 19.7-
21.2 GHz and of space stations in the mobile-satellite service in the frequency band 19.7-20.2 GHz where the allocation to the mobile-satellite service is on a primary 
basis in the latter frequency band.

5.525 In order to facilitate interregional coordination between networks in the mobile-satellite and fixed-satellite services, carriers in the mobile-satellite service 
that are most susceptible to interference shall, to the extent practicable, be located in the higher parts of the bands 19.7-20.2 GHz and 29.5-30 GHz. 

5.526 In the bands 19.7-20.2 GHz and 29.5-30 GHz in Region 2, and in the bands 20.1-20.2 GHz and 29.9-30 GHz in Regions 1 and 3, networks which are 
both in the fixed-satellite service and in the mobile-satellite service may include links between earth stations at specified or unspecified points or while in motion, 
through one or more satellites for point-to-point and point-to-multipoint communications.

Administrations operating systems in the mobile-satellite service in the band 19.7-20.1 GHz in Region 2 and in the band 20.1-20.2 GHz shall take 
all practicable steps to ensure the continued availability of these bands for administrations operating fixed and mobile systems in accordance with the provisions of

5.529A In the frequency bands 20.2-21.2 GHz and 30-31 GHz, non-geostationary-satellite systems for which complete coordination or notification information, 
according to the case, is received by the Bureau as of 1 January 2025 shall not cause unacceptable interference to and shall not claim protection from geostationary-
satellite networks in the mobile-satellite service operating in accordance with these Regulations. No. 5.43A does not apply.    (WRC-23) 

5.530A Unless otherwise agreed between the administrations concerned, any station in the fixed or mobile services of an administration shall not produce a 
power flux-density in excess of ī120.4 dB(W/(m2 · MHz)) at 3 m above the ground of any point of the territory of any other administration in Regions 1 and 3 for more 
than 20% of the time. In conducting the calculations, administrations should use the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R P.452 (see also the most recent 
version of Recommendation ITU-R BO.1898).

5.531B Aircraft stations in the aeronautical mobile (OR) service operating in the frequency band 22-22.2 GHz are subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21 
with respect to the fixed service and shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, the fixed service. The following power flux-density values shall 
be used as a threshold for coordination under No. 9.21:

5.531F In order to protect stations of the Earth exploration-satellite service (passive) operating in the frequency band 22.21-22.5 GHz, the unwanted equivalent 
isotropically radiated power (e.i.r.p.) of stations operating in the aeronautical mobile (OR) service shall not exceed ī23 dBW in any 100 MHz band in the frequency 
band 22.21-22.5 GHz. .    (WRC-23) 

5.532A The location of earth stations in the space research service shall maintain a separation distance of at least 54 km from the respective border(s) of 
neighbouring countries to protect the existing and future deployment of fixed and mobile services unless a shorter distance is otherwise agreed between the 
corresponding administrations. Nos. 9.17 and 9.18 do not apply.    (WRC-12) 
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5.532B Use of the band 24.65-25.25 GHz in Region 1 and the band 24.65-24.75 GHz in Region 3 by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to earth 
stations using a minimum antenna diameter of 4.5 m.    (WRC-12) 

5.532AB  The frequency band 24.25-27.5 GHz is identified for use by administrations wishing to implement the terrestrial component of International Mobile 
Telecommunications (IMT). This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by any application of the services to which it is allocated and does not 
establish priority in the Radio Regulations. Resolution 242 (Rev. WRC-19) applies.    (WRC-23) 

5.535A The use of the band 29.1-29.5 GHz (Earth-to-space) by the fixed-satellite service is limited to geostationary-satellite systems and feeder links to non-
geostationary-satellite systems in the mobile-satellite service. Such use is subject to the application of the provisions of No. 9.11A, but not subject to the provisions of 
No. 22.2, except as indicated in Nos. 5.523C and 5.523E where such use is not subject to the provisions of No. 9.11A and shall continue to be subject to Articles 9 
(except No. 9.11A) and 11 procedures, and to the provisions of No. 22.2.    (WRC-97) 

5.536 Use of the 25.25-27.5 GHz band by the inter-satellite service is limited to space research and Earth exploration-satellite applications, and also 
transmissions of data originating from industrial and medical activities in space. 

5.536A Administrations operating earth stations in the Earth exploration-satellite service or the space research service shall not claim protection from stations in 
the fixed and mobile services operated by other administrations. In addition, earth stations in the Earth exploration-satellite service or in the space research service 
should be operated taking into account the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R SA.1862.

5.536B In Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Austria, Bahrain, Belgium, Brazil, China, Korea (Rep. of), Denmark, Egypt, United Arab Emirates, Estonia, Finland, Hungary, 
India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Iraq, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Jordan, Kenya, Kuwait, Lebanon, Libya, Lithuania, Moldova, Norway, Oman, Uganda, Pakistan, the 
Philippines, Poland, Portugal, Qatar, the Syrian Arab Republic, T¿rkiye, Dem. Peopleôs Rep. of Korea, Slovakia, the Czech Rep., Romania, the United Kingdom, 
Singapore, Slovenia, Somalia, Sudan, Sweden, Tanzania, Viet Nam and Zimbabwe, earth stations operating in the Earth exploration-satellite service in the frequency 
band 25.5-27 GHz shall not claim protection from, or constrain the use and deployment of, stations of the fixed and mobile services. Resolution 242 (Rev.WRC-23) 
applies.     (WRC-23) 

5.538 Additional allocation:  the bands 27.500-27.501 GHz and 29.999-30.000 GHz are also allocated to the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a primary 
basis for the beacon transmissions intended for up-link power control. Such space-to-Earth transmissions shall not exceed an equivalent isotropically radiated power

5.539 The band 27.5-30 GHz may be used by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) for the provision of feeder links for the broadcasting-satellite service. 

5.540 Additional allocation:  the band 27.501-29.999 GHz is also allocated to the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a secondary basis for beacon 
transmissions intended for up-link power control. 
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5.541 In the band 28.5-30 GHz, the earth exploration-satellite service is limited to the transfer of data between stations and not to the primary collection of 
information by means of active or passive sensors. 

5.541A Feeder links of non-geostationary networks in the mobile-satellite service and geostationary networks in the fixed-satellite service operating in the band 
29.1-29.5 GHz (Earth-to-space) shall employ uplink adaptive power control or other methods of fade compensation, such that the earth station transmissions shall be 
conducted at the power level required to meet the desired link performance while reducing the level of mutual interference between both networks.

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5.550A For sharing of the band 36-37 GHz between the Earth exploration-satellite (passive) service and the fixed and mobile services, Resolution 752 (WRC-07) 
shall apply.

5.550B The frequency band 37-43.5 GHz, or portions thereof, is identified for use by administrations wishing to implement the terrestrial component of 
International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT). This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by any application of the services to which it is 
allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. Because of the potential deployment of FSS earth stations within the frequency range 37.5-42.5 GHz 
and high-density applications in the fixed-satellite service in the frequency bands 39.5-40 GHz in Region 1, 40-40.5 GHz in all Regions and 40.5-42 GHz in Region 2 
(see No. 5.516B), administrations should further take into account potential constraints to IMT in these frequency bands, as appropriate. Resolution 243 (Rev. WRC-23) 
applies.     (WRC-23) 

5.550C The use of the frequency bands 37.5-39.5 GHz (space-to-Earth), 39.5-42.5 GHz (space-to-Earth), 47.2-50.2 GHz (Earth-to-space) and 50.4-51.4 GHz 
(Earth-to-space) by a non-geostationary-satellite system in the fixed-satellite service is subject to the application of the provisions of No. 9.12 for coordination with 
other non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service but not with non-geostationary-satellite systems in other services. Resolution 770 (WRC-19) 
shall also apply, and No. 22.2 shall continue to apply.     (WRC-19) 

5.550CA  Non-geostationary-satellite systems in the fixed-satellite service operating with an apogee altitude above 407 km and below 2 000 km in the frequency 
band 37.5-38 GHz shall not exceed an unwanted emission e.i.r.p. density of ī21 dB(W/100 MHz) per space station for angles greater than 65.0° from nadir relative to 
the space station in the fixed-satellite service in the frequency band 36-37 GHz in order to protect the Earth exploration-satellite service (passive) operating in the latter 
frequency band.

5.550D The allocation to the fixed service in the frequency band 38-39.5 GHz is identified for worldwide use by administrations wishing to implement high-altitude 
platform stations (HAPS). In the HAPS-to-ground direction, the HAPS ground station shall not claim protection from stations in the fixed, mobile and fixed-satellite 
services; and No. 5.43A does not apply. This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by other fixed-service applications or by other services to 
which this frequency band is allocated on a co-primary basis and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations.

5.553 In the bands 43.5-47 GHz and 66-71 GHz, stations in the land mobile service may be operated subject to not causing harmful interference to the space 
radiocommunication services to which these bands are allocated (see No. 5.43).     (WRC-2000) 

5.554 In the bands 43.5-47 GHz, 66-71 GHz, 95-100 GHz, 123-130 GHz, 191.8-200 GHz and 252-265 GHz, satellite links connecting land stations at specified 
fixed points are also authorized when used in conjunction with the mobile-satellite service or the radionavigation-satellite service.     (WRC-2000) 

5.554A The use of the bands 47.5-47.9 GHz, 48.2-48.54 GHz and 49.44-50.2 GHz by the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) is limited to geostationary 
satellites.     (WRC-03) 

5.555 Additional allocation:  the band 48.94-49.04 GHz is also allocated to the radio astronomy service on a primary basis.     (WRC-2000) 

5.555B The power flux-density in the band 48.94-49.04 GHz produced by any geostationary space station in the fixed-satellite service (space-to-Earth) operating 
in the bands 48.2-48.54 GHz and 49.44-50.2 GHz shall not exceed -151.8 dB(W/m2) in any 500 kHz band at the site of any radio astronomy station.     (WRC-03) 

5.555C The use of the frequency band 51.4-52.4 GHz by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) is limited to geostationary-satellite networks. The earth 
stations shall be limited to gateway earth stations with a minimum antenna diameter of 2.4 metres.     (WRC-19) 

5.556 In the bands 51.4-54.25 GHz, 58.2-59 GHz and 64-65 GHz, radio astronomy observations may be carried out under national arrangements.     (WRC-2000) 

5.556A Use of the bands 54.25-56.9 GHz, 57-58.2 GHz and 59-59.3 GHz by the inter-satellite service is limited to satellites in the geostationary-satellite orbit. 
The single-entry power flux-density at all altitudes from 0 km to 1 000 km above the Earthôs surface produced by a station in the inter-satellite service, for all conditions 
and for all methods of modulation, shall not exceed -147 dB(W/(m2 · 100 MHz)) for all angles of arrival.     (WRC-97) 
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5.557A In the band 55.78-56.26 GHz, in order to protect stations in the Earth exploration-satellite service (passive), the maximum power density delivered by a 
transmitter to the antenna of a fixed service station is limited to -26 dB(W/MHz).

5.558 In the bands 55.78-58.2 GHz, 59-64 GHz, 66-71 GHz, 122.25-123 GHz, 130-134 GHz, 167-174.8 GHz and 191.8-200 GHz, stations in the aeronautical 
mobile service may be operated subject to not causing harmful interference to the inter-satellite service (see No. 5.43).     (WRC-2000) 

5.558A Use of the band 56.9-57 GHz by inter-satellite systems is limited to links between satellites in geostationary-satellite orbit and to transmissions from non-
geostationary satellites in high-Earth orbit to those in low-Earth orbit. For links between satellites in the geostationary-satellite orbit, the single entry power flux-density 
at all altitudes from 0 km to 1 000 km above the Earthôs surface, for all conditions and for all methods of modulation, shall not exceed                                                                                     
-147 dB(W/(m2 · 100 MHz)) for all angles of arrival.     (WRC-97) 

5.559 In the band 59-64 GHz, airborne radars in the radiolocation service may be operated subject to not causing harmful interference to the inter-satellite 
service (see No. 5.43).     (WRC-2000) 

5.559AA  The frequency band 66-71 GHz is identified for use by administrations wishing to implement the terrestrial component of International Mobile 
Telecommunications (IMT). This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by any application of the services to which this frequency band is 
allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. Resolution 241 (Rev. WRC-23) applies.     (WRC-23) 

5.559B The use of the frequency band 77.5-78 GHz by the radiolocation service shall be limited to short-range radar for ground-based applications, including 
automotive radars.  The technical characteristics of these radars are provided in the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R M.2057.  The provisions of 
No. 4.10 do not apply.    (WRC-15) 

5.560 In the band 78-79 GHz radars located on space stations may be operated on a primary basis in the Earth exploration-satellite service and in the space 
research service. 

5.561 In the band 74-76 GHz, stations in the fixed, mobile and broadcasting services shall not cause harmful interference to stations of the fixed-satellite service 
or stations of the broadcasting-satellite service operating in accordance with the decisions of the appropriate frequency assignment planning conference for the 
broadcasting-satellite service.     (WRC-2000)
